Hello, I just wanted to drop you guys a note to let you know how “our” pup is doing. Dexter is about 15 weeks old now and looking real good. I think he looks a lot like his dad in the head and chest(Stone’s Magnum Sage). These pictures are for your files. The one with the mallards was taken about 7 weeks of age….all he wanted to do was sniff and bite feathers but boy was he excited! The next picture, with the Barrows Goldeneye was taken only about a week later(8 ½ weeks old). By the time he had seen it (dead ducks) twice he knew it was something for him to carry. I was a little surprised he could pick it up! It was a big Drake, probably weighing almost as much as he did. You can see that he can’t quite get it all the way off of the ground, but he did his best!

He’s been non-stop since then. Lots of obedience training, heeling and fetching dummies. He’s getting pretty good at retrieving doubles and following directional signals when he can’t find the “bird”. I think he may be pretty decent at upland bird hunting also….we started him fetching with a white dummy and when he couldn’t see it against the snow he uses his nose to sniff it out. He doesn’t like to, or very often, give up either. As you can tell, I’m quite happy with him and his progress. We’ll keep you posted.
